time you arrived. | know it can be frustrating but one never knows how these inci-
dents will unfold...

Occasionaly we have incidents that are in areas of poor 800 MHz radio reception or
tight/l imited parking. Given these potential issues, Incident Command may be at a
different location than our staging ar ea or rally point. It is a good pr actice to have
your radio (Rino or VHF) tuned to the appropriate SAR frequency and contact Staging
as you get close to the scene. The communication might go something like this:
“I ncident Staging this is Don Olsen on National SAR’' The Staging Officer should re-
spond and will then provide you information and direct you to check-in. This process
will help to manage resource arrivals and get us to the appropriate areas in a timely
and organized fashion.

Dive/S wiFTwATER /A IRBOAT NEwsS:

The Airboat training  was Sat. June 5" with the team meeting at the annex at 9:30
am to car-pool to Promontory Point, our launching area. Shortly after 10 am we wer e
on the water heading to Fremont I sland, our destination for that day’s training. Upon
arriving at the | sland, the idea was to become familiar with the shore-line areas and to
see if they would sustain the landing of | ifeflight in the event of an evacuation of
potential victims/ patients of say, a downed plane or boating accident in the area. We
made access to the island on the north-east side and hiked to that summit—an eleva-
tion of around 8000 ft. Ther e is some pretty interesting history surrounding this island.
One instance is that when John C. Fremont was exploring this area in the mid 1800’s,
Kit Karson was acting as a guide. Once Mr Fremont’s party made it to this particular
island, Mr. Karson, bored from waiting for the party to finish it's survey, carved a cross
into a piece of granite. We were able to locate this large out-cropping of rock and
photograph the engraving. Pretty cool!

We found that ther e are many areas that would work well for access ether with helo
or fixed wing aircraft. | n fact, after returning to the boat, we w atched a small plane
land on an area not far from us that couldn’t have been more than 300 ft. long. The
plane then spun around and took off. After launching onto the Lake again, it was
decided that we would circle the island and identify a few more secure sites along the
shoreline that we would be able to use. Located on the S outh-east point of the island
is a large sand-bar that in low w ater years, actually connects Fremont with Antelope
Island. A few weeks earlier, a scout group was taken to Fremont across this same area
in airboats with no difficulty...Not so this day. What looked like a smooth patch of
water was actually 1/2" of w ater covering a solid, packed “field” of sticky sand. It

stopped the boat completely.

After much discussion and contemplating, the decision was made to try to get some
water back under the boat to see if it could be driven out of the ar ea, back to deeper
water. What seemed to be simple task turned into a monumental one. W e dug for
hours and hours. As fast as we would dig, the f aster the water would evaporate. What
sometimes works in these situations to “br eak” a boat loose from a hang-up, is to use
a lever to lift a portion of the boat to al low water to flow under i t and this can also be
used to turn the boat ar ound to the dir ection you would like to go.

Over the course of the morning we wer e seeing many pieces of wood on the shoreline,
but when we needed one, ther e was none to be found. Kevin T. and Jed M. decided to
search for a lever on the island which was over a mile away from our location, while
Scott C. and | continued to dig. Her e they came with a railroad tie they had located—a
mile and a half away. Using this as a lever and with much struggling, we were able to get
the boat turned back tow ards the way we came in.

Meanwhile, we had been in contact with the boat and the part y that accompanied us on
the first part of our hik e. The plan was to use the smaller, lighter boat as an “anchor”
and use the winch on the boat to pul | us back to the water line. As the boat drew closer
to our location it became stuck in the same type of sand. By this time it was nearing 10
pm. So it was decided to abort the plan of getting the WCSO boat out and use the
smaller boat to get the team in and r egroup tomorrow. The party on the smaller boat
had brought some food for us so we ate while trying to figur e out what to do next.

As we were getting ready to leave, a Rino was left at the r ear of the boat. When the

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boat started it pulled the radio into the prop and scattered parts of the GPS over a
WIDE area, as well as parts of the propeller. Fortunately, this type of prop can still be
used (sparingly) when damaged. So the other two blades had to be cut to match the

length of the damaged one. Once that w as done, we were able to slowly, slowly make
our way north back to Promontory Point.

In speaking with Sgt. Toll earlier in the evening, the decision was made to get as many
SAR members wih shovels to meet at 9 am the next morning at Antelope Marina and
shuttle them out to the boat on priv ate boats. I n a stroke of luck, some other airboat
owners had planned a morning run from the same area at the same time. | n explain-
ing to them what the si tuation was, they agreed to help get some of our members out
to the site and also help us get the boat out.

When all the parties arrived at the scene, we had 30 people there. As we had experi-
ence the day before, the area was very deceiving. A few of the boats tried driving to
the WCSO boat tself and quickly became stuck. For a few minutes we had all 7 boats
stuck and it took everyone to get them out. After working f or about an hour widening
the “channel” for the boat to go down, and t ying two long r opes to the front of the
boat, everyone either pushing or pulling was able to break the boat loose. That was a
really nice sight to see that boat mo ving along in deeper water. MANY thanks again go
out to the SAR members who came to help that day. Dave C. and team (tired).

One of the gr eat things about attending
these events is you get to see how you, as K9 Team, compare to teams from the rest
of the country. Jackie was continually used for demo purposes, as were other dogs
from High Country Search Dogs. This really speaks to the quality of the teams we have
available to our team. Every time | at tend one of these events, | feel like our Climb
Team must feel when they attend an MRA ewent, proud of the quality and profession-
alism we possess on our WCSAR Team.

Bryan/Jackie were called, through High County Search Dogs, to search for a missing
man in Douglas, Wyoming. His car was found abandoned on 1-25 in July of 2009.
There was no initial search because he was fleeing a jail sentence in Kansas. It was
assumed he was on the run. That’s the way it would have remained but his parents
contacted the Discovery Channel and their series Disappeaed. There were film crews
that followed us around constantly filming the search. If that w asn't enough, the
stress lewvel of this search went way up when the first statement the Sheri ff made at
the search briefing was “We have some flooding near the river and it has pushed the
snakes up into this area. They are extremely bad right now so watch where you step.”
This was an understatement. | spent all day with one eye picking my path and other
eye on Jackie. We covered over 10 miles without getting bit, by a snake that is. The
mosquitoes, however, did their best to dr ain every drop of blood out of al | of us. When
in the trees and moist areas the mosquitoes attacked and when you got up on the
hillside in the rocks and sage, you had to keep a watchful eye out for snakes. It was a
heck of a day, where by the way, we did not find a thing.
