Previous TRAINING REPORTS

An excursion into Mary’s Hollow on March 8 th 2008—Steve Ericson

Powder Mountain Ski Area has opened two new areas for guided cat skiing. The upper
slope of “Lefties”, on the map it is known as the middle fork of Wolf Creek, and Mary’s
Hollow or the top of the Middle f ork of the Ogden River.

Both of these areas are well known to the snowmobi le team however Mary’s Hollow is
less well known to the ski team. F or various reasons t important f or the ski team to
become familiar with the terr ain of these areas. To that end, the ski team assisted by
the snowmobile team explored both of these canyons. The snowmobile team was
gracious enough to spend their time dragging the ski team from the bottom of the
canyons back to the top for a view of the canyons from a different aspect. Although
much of the day had poor visibility, usual weather for SAR, there were periods where
the entire canyon was visible.

We experienced a wonderful gladded tour though gr eat powder on this north
face. The only boarder in our group became sepamted from us and extended his tour
further down the canyon. The snowmobile team did find him, as they alw ays do, and
we were united for another run. Our last run w as on the south side of Mary’s. The
snow conditions for this run consisted of “dust on crust ”. The snowmobile team then
towed us back to the weather station wer e we made a final in bounds run down the
east side of Cobabe caryon and connected with the Paradise lift.

Besides the fun skiing and great company there was an added bonus for one of the ski
team members, Steve Ericson. Two members of the snowmobile team, Allen Melle and
Arnold Urias consented to provide Steve a lesson on snowmaobling. I n untracked snow on
Stewve’s machine we rode together for one and half hours making uphill and downhill long
and short radius turns. Tight turns in between tr ees and turns on a slope. After Steve
became stuck in the bottom of a snow covered stream they graciously provided a lesson
on extracting a stuck snowmobile.

Interfacing with EMS by Steve Ericson

To accomplish the objective of providing a nationwide educational program for outdoor
rescuers, with a single standard of training, it is critical that the Outdoor Emergency Care
(OEC) program not be regulated by individual states which have state objectives as op-
posed to a national interest. Therefore, OEC personnel ae not licensed within the local
emergency medical service system (EMS).

The EMS system bcuses on stabiization and transport. The OEC system bcuses on get
ting the patient into the EMS system.

Different standards of care and different protocols may make patient transfer difficult.
These elements create challenges in building trust between OEC, EMT hospital emer-
gency departments and physicians. Sometimes the various care providers may never
meet each other, let alone get to know and trust their r espective skills. Despite this, all
providers need to consciously work together to communicate, share educational respon-
sibilities, recognize strengths and weaknesses and buld trust.

The EMS system is diected at urban tr auma with the availability of an ambulance to store
medical supplies and transport patients.

The OEC pogram focuses on carte in an outdoor environment, generally some distance
from a higher level of care, and using different transportation methods. The OEC pogram
is based on the DOT standard and is designed to meet or exceed the DOT first responder

curriculum. OEC technicians often sene in locations far from hospitals and frequently
must provide care for hours or more before patients can be turned over to the EMS
systems. Resources may be more primitive and the environment may be an issue.

Turnover of the patients to the ambulance cr ew involves a verbal report of the mecha-
nism of injury and a sample history, as well as, a flow chart of vi tal signs. Remember to
transfer the patient’s possessions.

In conclusion, the OEC piogram is a nationally based program where as the EMS system is a
state directed program. It is important f or seamless patient care to have a working relation-
ship with EMS and each entty to have trust and r espect for the other. It is important f or OEC
to provide EMS wth vital patient inf ormation and transfer the patient’s possessions. Wih
everyone working together f or quality patient care we will accomplish the mission.
