NIMS Training, August 2008

The Weber County Sheriff’s Office is providing NIMS (National Incident Management Sys-
tem) tr aining and certification to al l WCSSAR members. This is a requirement of FEMA if
our agency wants to be eligible for federal funding. There are six courses that are required
in order for an individual or organization to be considered NIMS compliant. These are ICS-
100, ICS-200, ICS-300, ICS-400, IS-700 and IS-800. Your trusty sheriff’s department lead-
ership will be attending all of these. Volunteer leaders will attend all but IS-800. The
general membership must complete 100, 200 and 700 for us to be a compliant organiza-
tion. At the August 5th general meeting Lance Peterson, the Director of Weber County
Emergency Management and Homeland Security, will do a 90 minute class on ICS-100,
ICS-200 and IS-700. The alternative is to spend a lot of time going thr ough the FEMA web
based course and taking their tests. Trust me—the 90 minute version is the way to do this.

The ICS-300 and ICS-400 classes are each at least a full day long. Only the Executive
Committee members have to complete these courses. We will try to schedule 300 this y ear
and 400 next year.

Here are the courses: ICS-100 is an introduction to the incident command system. IS-700
is an introduction to NIMS. ICS-200 is “Basic ICS.” The courses required for your volunteer
leadership are ICS-300, “Intermediate ICS” and, you guessed it, ICS-400 is “Advanced
ICS.” The sheriff’s officers have to at tend IS-800 which is “National Response Plan (NRP),
An Introduction.” Report by John Sohl.

First, Kurt Hadfield and Kaiser  have been working hard to meet an Avalanche standard
developed for the Powder Mountain Ski Resort. Although different f rom other standards, it
is very difficult to pass and I’m happ y to say Kurt and Kaiser did very well. Evaluated by
Mark Raines, a well respected Avalanche and K9 handler, Kurt and Kaiser were tasked with
finding an unknown number of victims, f rom 1 to 3, in an ar ea 100 yards by 100 yards, with
distractions, false holes and very contaminated, Kurt and Kaiser found the 3 victims in
under 20 minutes. Congratulations!!!

Bryan Bennett and Jackie  successfully passed the Level I Cadaver test. They tested to
the standard adopted by WCSSAR and are now able to be used in an of ficial capacity. The
test consisted of two sources, one on the surface or hanging and the other buried. A 100
yard by 100 Yard area with moderate cover and false holes, must be covered in one hour
with no f alse indications. Jackie found both sources in 13 minutes.

Personal note: Kurt and I would l ike to express our appreciation to Dave and Mary Lehman
for their help in obtaining these ac complishments. Dave and Mary are not members of
WCSSAR but have committed their time and ef forts to help several members of our team.

MEDICAL  NEWS:
Mechanisms and Patterns of Injury by Steve Ericson

The nature of injuries is governed by specific anatomic and physiologic characteristics of the human
body and by the laws of physics. When these factors are used to analyze an injury the analysis is

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referred to as the mechanism of injury (MOI). This pr ocess allows us to:

· Understand how injuries occur and why some injuries are more common.
· Predict the t ype, number, location and severity of injuries l ikely to have occurred.
· Anticipate the development of l ife-threatening complications.

Types of trauma include penetration, acceleration, rotational, compression, bending, decel-
eration, distraction.

With penetration injuries, one considers the size, shape, and sharpness of the wounding
object, or the speed and dir ection of the moving human body. The injury may include
puncture or lacerating wounds, as well as deeper tissue damage.

In compression trauma the object is larger in diameter and less sharp. The injuries consist
of contusions, hematomas, as well as damage to internal organs and possible fracture. The
internal organs most susceptible are solid rigidly fix ed organs. Bending trauma consists of
hyperextension or hyperflexion injuries. These injuries are frequently of the v ertebrae but
can also include fractures of the femur, knee, or hip.

Crushing trauma or compression trauma involves both direct tissue and secondary injury
when pressure on the blood vessels interferes with circulation. Attached organs can tear
causing severe internal bleeding.

Distraction trauma can be an injury f rom decelerating force. For example, a skier who
catches a pole basket in a tr ee may dislocate a shoulder because of hyperextension the
shoulder is rotated externally hyperabducted and pulled apart by the resulting forces.

Rotational tr auma is a twisting tr auma involving deceleration causing knee sprains or spiral
fractures of the tibia. I njuries and be either direct or indirect. Direct trauma is a contusion
produced by compression trauma when a skier falls and hits a rick. I ndirect trauma is
energy transmitted to another part of the body , for example, a contusion of the posterior
aspect of the brain when the forehead is struck.

Here is a list of significant MOIs:

· Falls from 2-3 times the victim’ s height.
· Moderate to high speed collisions
· No seat belt restraint in a collision
· Ejected from a vehicle
· Motor vehicle crashes where the axle is displaced more than 20”
· Person hit by auto tr aveling greater than 25 mph.
· Gunshot wound to head or torso .
· Shock or respiratory distress.
· Unresponsive due to head trauma
· Buried in avalanche, cave-in, or explosion.
· Struck by falling object.
· Significant electrical shock.

In conclusion, how the injury occurred and what forces were likely involved can be critical
in determining the natur e and extent of the injury .

The r est of the
group had actually heard him scream and saw him hi t. Lane assisted in bringing down the
three remaining hikers. He remembers how scared they were and he had to prepare them
for the people that wer e waiting for them at command, which included the media.

Another rescue that Lane remembers took place at Snowbasin. It involved the recovery of a
woman, Sheila Mavin. Lane was on cross country skis and was involved in following the
woman’s tracks. They eventually came across some of her gear which helped in the location
of her.

Lane’s favorite movie is Young Frankenstein. He enjoys the older rock and roll music. He
likes Styx, Journey, Led Zeppelin and the Doobie Brothers.

It is impossible to thank Lane f or his years of service to the community. We just hope that he
knows that wi thout him WCSSAR would not be the organization that i t is today. We are so
thankful for the sacrifice and hard work of men l ike Lane. He has made a difference in
countless lives and has touched more people then he will ever know. Volunteers like Lane
are great assets to the organizations that they choose to be involved with and the commu-
nities that they assist. Thanks to Lane for his service.
